III. Textbooks 
The students are expected to get the assigned material from Beytepe or Bilkent Libraries.
IV. Method of Instruction

    The course will be conducted in the form of discussions. The students will read the assigned material aloud in the class in order to improve their pronunciation. Then the texts will be analysed through class discussions and argumentation which are essential for the comprehension of the material. 
V. Requirements
    The students are expected to come to class having read the assigned material before coming to class and to participate in discussions. Attendance is obligatory and will have an important impact on students’ final marks. More than 11 (eleven) hours of absence will result in F1.

Plagiarism in exams will result in failure (F3).
VI. Assessment
    The students will be receiving marks for all types of oral work they do such as reading and discussions. There will be two Mid-Terms and a Final examination in addition to the pop-quizzes. In the grading of the examination papers, up to 25% of the total mark will be taken off for grammatical and writing mistakes. Class participation will be seriously taken into consideration while giving the final grades.
