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I.The Aim of the Course:The aim of the course is first to introduce the students to the short story as a literary genre, starting with the analysis of the works of Poe, Chekhov and Maupassant, the modern initiators of the genre.The course also aims at enabling the students to be acquainted with the technical terms related to the short story and to develop a critical appreciation of the short stories that will be studied.
