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Aim:The objective in the intensive study of  eight  representative texts  will be to develop student awareness  of British  drama dating from the postwar period to 1980. During the course, each dramatic movement will be studied in detail. The thematic, technical and stylistic contribution of each playwright to British drama will be thoroughly analyzed, with reference to relevant literary  and dramatic theory where necessary.

Students are expected to provide 10- minute oral presentations on a previously assigned topic on

which they have conducted some research.Students will also be asked to provide a 10-minute  in-class

performance of the play assigned to their group. Furthermore, students have to see a play,

preferably by a British writer, at the theatre and write a one-page review.

Method of Instruction: The course will be conducted through lecturing, 10-minute student presentations, occasional group work and class discussions.
