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I.  Aim and Contents: This course aims to teach English Novel from the 1950s to the present from an analytical perspective. The course will cover major technical innovations, modes of writing and themes that have emerged in the novel genre, especially after the 1960s. The context of postmodern social and fictional theories and cultural changes will also be introduced. The 1950s’ social realism, 1960s’ experimentalism, the beginnings of postmodernism and its stylistic novelties in the 70s and 80s, historiographic metafiction in the 1990s, women’s fiction and postcolonial themes will be studied during the semester.

II.  Course Outline: 

Week I-II: An introduction to the social, political and aesthetic characteristics of the 30s, 50s and 60s.

Week III-IV: Postmodern self-reflexivity and John Fowles’s Mantissa. 
Week V: Postmodern parody and Jeanette Winterson’s The Passion.
Week VI: Kurban bayramı
Week VII-VIII: Midterm I, Historiographic metafiction 
Week IX-X: Peter Ackroyd’s Chatterton 
Week XI: Angela Carter’s Nights at the Circus
Week XII: Second Midterm
Week XIII-XIV: Angela Carter’s Nights at the Circus
Textbooks: The major textbooks will be the texts of the novels chosen for the course. Articles will be announced in the first week of the semester.
III.  Method of Instruction: There will be an interaction between the lecturer and the students through the study questions. Initially, the students are expected to make some preliminary research on the novels.

IV.  Requirements: Attendance is obligatory. More than 11 hours of absence will result in F1. The students are expected to come to class having read the novels and answered the study questions.

V.  Assessment: In the grading of examination papers, up to 25% of the total mark will be taken off for grammatical and writing mistakes. Those who take less than 50 in the final will automatically fail. There will be one midterm (25%), 5 pop-quizzes that will make the second midterm (25%) and a final examination (50%). Class participation will be seriously taken into consideration while giving the final grades.
