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This course aims to introduce and study some of the major poetic movements and

representative poets in the second half of the twentieth century and early 21st century in British poetry. The movement poets, the poetry of the seventies and the "new poetry" of the eighties and nineties and the millenium will be studied in textual, cultural and historical contexts.

Students will write two papers on a given topic which they will present in the class orally, and

will hand in their papers soon after their oral presentation of the paper. There will be a Mid-term exam if necessary.There will be a final exam/paper. Students are advised to consult the instructor about their topics and theses for their papers and the final exam/paper.
